Overseas Trips 
Missions service is an important part of the CSOM training program. A trip to a foreign country might be scheduled as God 
leads the CSOM staff.  The cost of this trip is not included in the tuition and will depend on the location and length of stay.  The 
trip is highly recommended by the CSOM staff.  The outreach might be approximately two weeks in duration. Further details 
will be given during Fall term.   
 

• Each outreach/tour may be approximately two weeks. 
• The expenses for the mission trip will vary dependent upon the destination. 

 

Books 
All books required for Cornerstone School of Ministry need to be purchased individually by each student. The Bible (versions 
must be non-paraphrased, like NKJV, NASB, NIV or ESV) is the central textbook for all courses.  Additional resources will be 
held to a minimum with an anticipated cost of $350 to $450 for the school year, including necessary school supplies. A list of 
Fall term books will be included with the acceptance packet for all students. Each student needs to anticipate having their Fall 
term books by first week of classes. The book list will be published on the school website, with information on special deals or 
links for purchase.  
 

Living Expenses 
Living expenses will vary with the personal choices of each student.  Each student is responsible for his or her own living 
expenses. Cornerstone does have several agreements with Christian living cooperatives (Antioch House or Diakanos House for 
men and the House of Charis for women) for those single students seeking housing. Please contact the Administration office if 
you need assistance in finding housing for the 08/09 school year. The average cost of rent in Corvallis for a small, one-bedroom 
apartment can range from $300 to $750 per month. Because of CSOM’s proximity to Oregon State, potential students do have 
ample opportunity to find competitive housing rates. 
 

Scholarship Opportunities 
A limited amount of funds are available for scholarships to Cornerstone School of Ministry. Students may download a CSOM 
scholarship application form from www.CornerstoneSOM.org/future-students/scholarships/. Each applicant will need to give 
detailed information regarding their financial situation.  Scholarship applications are considered primarily on the basis of 
financial need.  The deadline for scholarship applications is June 30, 2008. The scholarship application must accompany the 
admissions application.
